What is mentoring? : Receive advice or Guidance

Prayer: Pray for Godly wisdom.


Ask for God’s help in your areas of weakness


Pray that the work of your hand will outlive you.

Till today, God is still using women. All the above went through series of challenges and came out victorious. These women shun complaining or arguing according to the book of Philipians chapter 2:14 and  Philipians chapter 4:13 that says I can do all things through Christ that strengthens.
